PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

St. David’s Episcopal Church has a long history of helping the poor and those in need in the Austin community.  In addition to making grants, the church provides direct service volunteers to area nonprofit organizations and charities.  The Grant Committee for Community Outreach administers the church grant program and makes funding recommendations to the church Vestry.  For the last several years the amount of each grant has been $10,000.  Each spring the Vestry will determine how many grants will be awarded.

Focus Areas (Proposal must address at least one of the following):

1. Children and youth

2. Elderly

3. Poor, hungry, homeless or disabled

4. Human suffering or illness

5. Social justice

Eligibility Requirements 

In order to be eligible for a St. David’s grant, each organization must:
1. Provide services for disadvantaged populations in Austin or Travis County

2. Have 501(c)(3) nonprofit status from Internal Revenue Service at time of application
3. Submit a proposal that addresses at least one of the focus areas listed above
4. Outline a program that targets a specific population for a specific duration with specific measurable goals to be achieved

5. Use grant funds for a specific program or project and may be used for salaries, supplies, and associated programmatic expenses.  Requests for general operating funds will not be considered.

6. Expend funds within 12 months of receipt.

7. Meet all grant submission requirements and deadlines.

8. Submit report to St. David’s Episcopal Church on the results of the program being funded twelve months after receipt of funding 
Evaluation Criteria

When evaluating grant proposals, the committee will consider the following:

1. Organization has an established track record of sound program management and fiscal responsibility.
2. Organization and program respond in a substantive way to a serious community need.
3. Organization and program will bring about tangible and material changes in people’s lives.
4. Proposed program is clearly defined in the proposal and targets a specific population for a specific duration with specific measurable goals to be achieved.
St. David’s will not award grants for the following:

1. Individuals

2. Capital campaigns

3. Schools, scholarships, sporting events, parent teacher organizations or alumni groups

4. Fraternities, sororities, or political groups

5. Multi-year requests
Note:  Our guidelines continue to evolve and St. David’s Grant Committee for Community Outreach reserves the right to change its evaluation criteria without prior notice at any time.

Grant Proposal and Review Process Deadlines: 

February 1, 2012  
Proposals due electronically at St. David’s Episcopal Church by 5:00 p.m. to be sent to grants@stdave.org
March 19-23, 2012
Site visits for remaining proposal organizations 
March 28, 2012
Committee meets for final review and vote.  After Vestry vote, organizations are notified of final decision.

September 2012
Grant checks presented to organizations

October 15, 2013
Final grant report due


ADDITIONAL NOTES:  

1. During site visits to be held the week of March 19th, the site visit teams would like to meet with the executive director and program manager.  Site visits will be scheduled at least a week in advance.

2. As proposals are declined during the review process, organizations will be notified in writing as soon as possible.
Elements of Grant Proposal

1. Cover letter (Electronic; .doc or .pdf format)
2. Grant Proposal Form (Electronic: .doc or .pdf format: Maximum length 5 pages.  Brevity is appreciated and encouraged.)

3. Additional required documents (one copy, paper or electronic)

a. List of Board of Directors or governing body

b. Internal Revenue Service 501©(3) nonprofit status letter

c. Most recent IRS Form 990

d. Most recent Statement of Activities (Income Statement)

e. Most recent Statement of Financial Position (Balance Sheet)

f. Most recent financial audit (including auditor’s report and notes to financial statements)

g. Annual Report (If your organization has one)

4. Optional enclosures, one copy paper or electronic

a. Organization brochures or printed materials

b. Program brochures or printed material
Grant Proposal Submission Instructions:

1. Grant proposal cover letter and proposal form should be sent electronically no later than February 1, 2012 at 5:00 pm to: grants@stdave.org
2. All grants must use the following grant proposal form.  Each grant proposal shall not exceed 5 pages.  Brevity is appreciated and encouraged.

3. Provide only one copy of additional required document or optional enclosures (#3 and 4# above).   These may be submitted electronically or delivered to:

4. Only one proposal may be submitted by an organization each year
5. Grant recipients will be expected to submit a Final Report detailing use of grant funds no later than October 15, 2013
NOTE:  An organization may apply for and receive a St. David’s grant in each of three consecutive years, and then must wait at least one year before applying for funding.
